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      Apparently we have quite a few players who are new to duplicate bridge.  They appear not to know some of the basic rules.

      1. Who should keep a record of each hand on their convention card?
          Answer: At least one player (preferably both) from each team must
                        record the contract and result for each board played. 
                        Note that I said MUST not MAYBE.

      2. Who must make sure that the right players are at the correct table?
          Answer: Since the boards go down and the players go up,
                        north/south pairs should expect the next lower pair numbers 
                        to their table.  Please verify by asking.

      3. Who is responsible for the correct scoring for each board? 
          Answer: All four players are responsible for scores on the traveler.
                        I’m not talking about the numerical score.  That can easily
                        be corrected.  The essentials are:
                        A. Is the scored entered on the line for your table?
                        B. What was the final contract?      (asterisks for dbl/rdbl)
                        C. Who was declarer?
                        D. Was the contract made (how many) or set (how many)?

                        Note: You don’t have to know how to keep score, to get
                                  these entries right.

      4. Who is responsible for playing the correct set of boards?
          Answer: All four players.  As you record the board results on your
                        convention card a simple pattern evolves.

                        A. North/south pairs record the boards in numerical
                             sequence.

                        B. East/west pairs do likewise but skip three boards 
                            each time they move.
